Romans 10:6-9 is often widely quoted: òéThe word is near you, in your mouth and in your 

heartó (that is, the word of faith which we preach): that if you confess with your mouth the Lord 

Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.ó The 

message is indeed, as simple, but the wider application is not. Otherwise, Christ would not 

have said in Luke 18:8 òNevertheless, when the Son of man comes back, shall He find faith on 
the earth?ó I tell you in all sincerity, if the application of faith is as simple as the mission state-

ment, then Satan and his host of demons are hopeful!!!
