TEXT: After King Hezekiah received the letter and read it, he went up to the 

temple and spread it before the Lord. (Isaiah 37:14) 

 

I don't know the type of threat letter you have received that has made you 

to be panic. Is it a foreclosure notice over a house you have lived in for 

more than twenty years? Is it a lay off notice from your present job which 

you so much like? It may be a deportation letter from the immigration de-

partment. It may even be a letter of intent to revoke your professional li-

cense. Is it a bad medical report from the diagnosis that was conducted on 

you recently? It may even be an eviction notice from your Landlord. I will 

encourage you not to panic but to do what King Hezekiah did when he re-
ceived a threat letter from King Sennacherib. 

 

Sennacherib, the King of Assyria had threatened to destroy the city of Jeru-
salem. He reminded King Hezekiah how he destroyed all the nations he 

had fought before. He told Hezekiah that his God cannot deliver him from 

his hand. The threat letter was delivered to King Hezekiah by the servants 

of King Sennacherib. When Hezekiah got the letter, he read it and quickly 

went to the temple and spread the letter before the Lord. Hezekiah told 

God about all the threat of Sennacherib. 

 

The Lord sent Prophet Isaiah to Hezekiah that the army of Assyria will not 

enter into the city of Jerusalem and that not even a single arrow will be shot 

in that city. That night, the angel of the Lord walked through the camp of 

Assyria and in the morning about 185,000 soldiers were found dead. They 
have become corpses.

Heart disease is the number 1 cause of death in America!  

 

What is Heart Disease? 

Heart disease is any disorder that affects the heart's ability to function normally. The most com-

mon type of heart disease is coronary artery disease, which is the narrowing or blockage of the 
coronary arteries. 

Risk Factors: 

There are many risk factors for heart disease; some are inherited, but others are quite controlla-

ble: 

Uncontrollable risk factors include: Family history of heart disease, Diabetes mellitus 

Age (65 and older), Women, after the onset of menopause -- generally men are at risk at an ear-

lier age than women, but after menopause, women are equally at risk 

Controllable risk factors: Cigarette smoking, Being overweight by 30 percent, Hypertension -- 

high blood pressure, High cholesterol levels (specifically, high LDL cholesterol and low HDL 

cholesterol and high triglycerides), Stressful lifestyle, Sedentary lifestyle (physical inactivity). 

Controlling your Cholesterol: Most people are usually concerned about their total cholesterol 

levels, and their amount of LDL (the "bad cholesterol"). However, low HDL levels (the ―good 

cholesterol‖) is highly correlated with coronary heart disease. These low levels best predict the 
risk of heart disease, even when the total cholesterol is within the normal range. 

You can raise your HDL levels through: weight loss, drug therapies, and omega-3 (fish oil) 

supplementation. Use monounsaturated fats, such as olive oil and canola oil, in exchange for ei-

ther saturated fats or carbohydrates.  Monounsaturated and polyunsaturated fats, help lower 

blood cholesterol when used in place of saturated fats. 

But even more important than diet and weight loss is regular aerobic exercise.  

The more aerobic exercise you do, (such as running, brisk walking, swimming or cycling), the 
higher the good cholesterol will be. And the duration of the exercise rather than the intensity 

appears to have the biggest influence. Try to exercise at least 1 hour a day everyday. 

For those who do not have the time to exercise: Things you can do include; Park your car at an 

open spot far from the store. This forces you to walk a little more. Take the opportunity to walk 

up and down the steps of your house, stay away from ‗drive-thrus‘ Basically, be physically ac-
tive. Do whatever you can to keep from living a sedentary lifestyle. 

Laughter and Tea May Prevent Heart Disease 

Did you know that drinking tea and laughing might also be beneficial? 

The two of the most protective factors against heart disease are high levels of HDL (good choles-

terol), and factors that may reduce stress, such as laughter.                Contõd on Page 4

A study performed by University of Maryland Cardiologists, which was 

the first to indicate that laughter may help prevent heart disease, found 

that people with heart disease were 40 percent less likely to laugh in a 

variety of situations compared to people of the same age without heart 
disease. 

Reduce Stress with a Good Laugh 

When you're under a lot of stress, there are chemicals that are released 

that cause blood pressure and the heart rate to go up, cause platelets to 

clump together, and all of those set up a series of reactions that could en-

hance the process of plaque formation and development. "So people that 

appear to be under lots of stress all the time are at increased risk for 

heart disease even if they don‘t have a family history of heart disease. 

Other stress relieving activities include: reading, meditation, sleeping, 

walking…these and others may be quite helpful in reducing the risk of 
coronary events. 

A New Reason to Drink Tea 

In addition to laughter, drinking tea and eating antioxidant foods can also 

protect you against heart disease. Research shows that several cups of 

tea daily can help your high cholesterol -- and possibly prevent cancer 

and heart disease. In studies, tea drinking has been shown effective in 

lowering high cholesterol, protection of blood vessels, reduction of se-

rum cholesterol level, prevention of atherosclerosis, and essentially the 

heart. 

Also, if you're going to drink tea, you might want to skip the milk. A re-

cent article cited new research which has found that adding milk to tea 

negates the health benefits. 

General Prevention Tips 

One of the keys to preventing heart disease is getting risk factors under 

control, such as high blood pressure and high cholesterol levels. Main 

prevention tips to follow: 

Eat a heart-healthy diet 

Improve cholesterol levels 

Exercise 

Control high blood pressure 

Control weight (Maintain an ideal body weight, stay away from fried

3rd Face: Knowing the way of the Sovereign God of the Bible: And Moses 

said ―Now therefore, I pray, if I have found grace in Your sight, show me 

now Your way, that I may know You and that I may find grace in Your 

sight.‖ Exodus 33:13 And Jesus answered in John 14:6 ―I am the way, the 
truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me…‖ He is 

the truth and the righteousness of God. He is the quickening Spirit and the 

giver of eternal life. Without Jesus Christ in your life, you cannot see or 

please God. Why? Many see themselves as heaven-bound. They see them-

selves as righteous, using other people as their standard of comparison.  

But when held up against God‘s standard of perfect holiness, every person 

has indeed sinned and fallen short of God‘s glory. The holy God cannot tol-

erate the slightest of sin in His presence and He proclaimed that the pen-
alty of sin is death (Romans 6:23).
