God’s Dreadful Judgment
“Yea, the stork in heaven knoweth her appointed times, and the turtle and the crane and the swallow observe the time of their coming, but my people know not the judgment of the Lord.” (Jer. 8:7)

Do not be deceived only those who are obedient believe, and only those who believe are obedient. Obedience to the word of God is the only sure escape route from the painful and consuming judgment of God. Professorship in Bible Knowledge, mastery of Christian principles, success in Evangelism or pastoral ministries and fame in prophetic gifts will all end up as failure for deliverance and seen as corruption of discipleship on the day of judgment unless our lifestyles are married to Christ in God.  To be married to Christ is to live in the mystery of Christ – his strange attraction to the unattractive, his strange desire for the undesirable, his strange love for the unlovely and his sacrificial death to save His enemies who are already sentenced to death.
The judgment of God is severe, un-repenting and of multiple layers. The gruesome fact about God’s judgment is that it is often severe, it is without repentance and it is a certainty on every work of sin. Even when you repent and you are forgiven by God, you will still pay the penalty of sin in this world, though spared the damnation of eternal hell, provided  you repent and turn your life over to Jesus Christ; 
“And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, “Of every tree of the garden you may freely eat; but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely die.”(Gen 2:16) “Then to Adam He said in Gen 3:17, “Because you have heeded the voice of your wife, and have eaten from the tree of which I commanded you, saying, ‘You shall not eat of it’. ‘Cursed is the ground for your sake; In toil you shall eat of it All the days of your life. Both thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for you, And you shall eat the herb of the field. In the sweat of your face you shall eat bread, Till you return to the ground, For out of it you were taken; For dust you are, And to dust you shall return.”

You can see the ruthless severity of God’s judgment on a simple sin of disobedience by Adam – a judgment that has permeated every subsequent generation (hereditary) even unto our own current generation. And because the Almighty, Sovereign God of the Universe can never repent on His word or annul His righteousness, it took the death of His Son Christ Jesus to atone and satisfy the righteousness of His earlier Verdict of death on humanity.  If God has not spared Himself of the righteousness of His word, by allowing the crucifixion of His Son for the hereditary sins of the world, how do you now think that your disobedience will be spared by God if you continue to live a life of sin?  For He says in Malachi 3:6 “For I am the Lord, I change not.”

The truth that you must know about the judgment of God is: when you sin – disobey the commandment of God, three layers of sentences are handed out – depending on the severity of the sin. You are punished first for the sin in this world -  “Though hand is joined to hand, no sinner shall go unpunished.” Prov. 11:21. “And the LORD passed before him and proclaimed, “The Lord, the Lord God, merciful and gracious, longsuffering, and abounding in goodness and truth, keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression and sin, and that will by no means clear the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children and the children’s children to the third and the fourth generation.” (Exodus 34: 6-7)

The sentence/punishment for your sin in this world, even when you are already forgiven, must still be suffered. It may sometimes be in the form of delayed or bumpy  marriage, delay in fruitfulness, in getting employment, promotion, illness, imprisonment or sorrow derived through your spouse, child or friend. If you, without justification create pain for people, you will be pained, if you create sorrow, you will reap sorrow, and if you inflict misfortune and misery on others, you will harvest the same for the consumption of your household: for God is a God of reciprocity. Whatever you sow, you will reap in multiple folds – this is a settled sentence that forgiveness cannot atone or remove. “Give, and it shall be given unto you; good measure, pressed down, and shaken together, and running over, shall men give into your bosom. For with the same measure that ye mete withal it shall be measured to you again.” Luke 6:38.  If you deprive or rob anybody of his/her right, possessions, or opportunity, you will be deprived and robbed. “Therefore hearken unto me, ye men of understanding, far be it from God that He should do wickedness; and from the Almighty that He should commit iniquity. For the work of a man shall he render unto him and cause every man to find according to his ways.” Job 34:10-11. Let it be re-emphasized that God will avenge every sin even when you are forgiven. “Moses and Aaron were among His priests, and Samuel was among those who called upon His name; They called upon the LORD, and He answered them. He spoke to them in the cloudy pillar; they kept His testimonies and the ordinance He gave them. You answered them, O LORD our God; thou art the Lord who forgave them, Though You took vengeance on their sins.” (Psm 99:6-8) Our God is no respecter of person. A terrible and mighty God.
Do you know that those seeds you are now planting – seeds of wickedness, malice, hatred, bitterness, creating sorrows, inflicting tears, stealing other peoples properties, fornicating with other men’s wives and daughters, drug peddling…to destroy lives, shedding blood and maligning and assassinating other people’s character, tormenting your daughter or son in law, tormenting or humiliating your parents and those who are older than you, cheating on your spouses, abusing your spouses…etc. Yes, keep planting the seeds. They will go through a process of gestation, growth, flowering and fruiting. When the fruits are ripe, the gardener himself – the Lord will now feed you with the fruits. If you are unable to finish the fruits on the tree that you have planted before dying, your offspring that  has chosen your way rather than the way of God will now be fed with the remnant. A number of children that are plagued with misfortunes are often perturbed of the source of their problems. Not knowing that the parents had, during their lifetime, planted seeds of wickedness, leaving fruits of misfortune for their children to inherit. Think ten times before you sow. “--- For I, the LORD your God, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children to the third and fourth generations of those who hate Me,” (Exod. 20:5)

But most importantly, do you know that one day you will stand before the throne of judgment of God, to give account of your earthly deeds? The great Supreme judge of the end-time, Lord Jesus Christ, said in Matth 11:20-34 and Matth 12:39-42 that it would be more tolerable for Chorazin, Bethsaida, Capernaum and the burnt down Sodom on the day of judgment for all those who have been offered the free salvation of Christ and who have rejected it, refusing to accept Christ into their lives; and this end-time generation of vipers, adulterers and perversion that is thoroughly drenched in the gospel of Christ through various evangelical crusades, electronics and print media, yet stubbornly shut down their hearing – giving their lives to the deception of the world’s vanities and glamour of perdition. On that great day of judgment, what is your expectation? To spend your eternity in the glories and beauties of Heaven among the angels of God or having a spell of the great tribulation before being finally consigned to spend your eternity in the everlasting lake of fire, sulphur, and  brimstone. A lake of everlasting regret, torment and gnashing of teeth.  I f you must be saved, accept Jesus Christ today, have your life endorsed by his redemptive blood, worship God, obey His commands, and do away with works of sins, darkness and evil.
