Feast of Harvest 
Date: August 6, 2006 

Harvest is a major spiritual carnival that is celebrated with pomp and pageantry yearly, particularly, in Celestial Church of Christ world wide. It is a major statute of God Almighty established to send two messages. It is a major yearly spiritual convocation ordained for the payment of royalties unto God as the owner of earth and the fullness thereof, the world and all those dwelling in it. It is an acknowledgement of His ownership of all things, for the preservation of our lives, for our deliverance, and for His benevolence towards us. It is also a reminder of the ultimate end time harvest – the great day of judgment. 
God Almighty decrees in Exodus 34: 22-27 “ and thou shall observe the feast of weeks, of the first fruits of wheat harvest, and the feast of in-gathering at the year’s end. Thrice in the year shall all your men and children appear before the Lord God, the God of Israel. For I will cast out the nations before thee, and enlarge thy borders: neither shall any man desire thy land, when thou shall go up to appear before the Lord thy God thrice in the year.” The first of the Ten Commandments says “I am the Lord thy God which have brought thee out of the house of bondage. Thou shall have no other gods before me (Exodus 20: 1-3)”. The Lord requires your offering as an insignia of your acknowledgment and recognition of Him as God who created you and delivered you from all your troubles and established you within a fortress of Security and protection. 
The Lord, God spoke through the Psalmist in Psalm 24 that “The earth is the Lord and the fullness thereof; the world, and they that dwell therein”, He demands the feast of harvest to remind you that the entire operating environment from which you derive your livelihood, the sunshine, the moon light, the air you breath, the rain for your cropping, etc.., belong to him. He needs your appreciation and acknowledgement through the feast of harvest. 
He warns in Exodus 34:24 that He will only continue to grant you deliverance and enlarge your borders if you obey by offering this sacrifice of appreciation. The book of Psalms 50: 5-15 and 1 Chr. 29: 11-17 clearly enlighten us further, that greatness, power, glory, victory, majesty, all riches and honor, both in heaven and on earth belong to God. But he demands this harvest feast to test our hearts and see those who are sincerely faithful, obedient and appreciative. Only these shall be considered qualified for greater love, mercy, and blessing of God. But for those who fail to -honor God with their substance, the Lord promised to diminish their borders, reduce their possessions, and weaken their holdings. Proverbs 11:24 & Haggai 1:5-11. 
The spiritual significance of harvest is further underscored by the fact that the first day of the week ordained by God in Lev.23:15-21 for the feast became known as the day of Pentecost. It has now become a feast of appreciation of the gift of the Holy Ghost, the spirit of empowerment, spirit of deliverance, spirit of blessing, and the seal of redemption unto eternal salvation. 
In Christ Jesus, if you observe the three feasts ordained by God in Exodus 23: 14-18, you are thanking God and offering spiritually aromatic sacrifice to God for: 1. Nailing your generational sin inherited from Adam to the cross through Jesus Christ; the destruction of the power of death by Christ Jesus, and the opening of the gate to the eternal kingdom of glory. This is demanded at Easter.1 Cor. 15 
2. The establishment of the Messianic Kingdom of peace, and love made possible by the birth of Jesus Christ at Christmas. Isa. 9: 6-7 
3. Assurance of Provision of life abundance in the expected Messianic kingdom. John 10:10 
But your offering must recognize the awesome greatness of God. It must not be a condemnable oblation to despise or humiliate God. My Creator and your Creator is known as Almighty God. He has said in Malachi 1: 6-14 that those bringing corrupt and profane offering unto Him shall not be favored. Please do it right to receive His blessings. 
Of greater eternal importance, however, is the fact that you are reminded by Christ in Math 13: 38-42: that: “the field is the world, the good seeds are the sons of the kingdom, but the tares are the sons of the wicked one. The enemy who sowed them is the devil, the harvest is the end of the age, and the reapers are the angels. 40 Therefore as the tares are gathered and burned in the fire, so it will be at the end of this age. 41 The Son of Man will send out His angels, and they will gather out of His kingdom all things that offend, and those who practice lawlessness, 42 and will cast them into the furnace of fire. There will be wailing and gnashing of teeth. 
You are called today to review your ways, take a critical inventory of your past and present and determine your ultimate destination. For everyone shall eventually stand before the throne of judgment of God to render account of his/her deeds in this world: either good to the eternal kingdom of peace, joy and glory or evil into the eternal kingdom of doom, damnation and hell fire. You are reminded- Please make a wise choice. May the Lord of Sabbath grant you the Spiritual of courage to mend your ways.. 
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
