Trusting on His infinite Power:

With God Nothing Is Impossible
“Then came the word of the Lord unto Jeremiah, saying, Behold, I am the Lord, the God of all flesh: is there anything too hard for me?” (Jer. 32:26-27)  “For with God nothing shall be impossible.--- For blessed is he/she that believeth: for there shall be a performance of those things which were told him/her from the Lord.” Luke 1:37 & 45.
For we know that the whole creation is currently groaning and travailing in pain. Pain of job-loss, of economic and financial crunch, loss of homes, vehicles, health insurance, food…e.t.c College students are withdrawing from schools for lack of fees, graduate students are putting their programs on hold while parents are rendered helpless to assist. Loved ones are watched suffering and dying and a number are under the agony of crippling ailments. Many are depressed for lack of spouses while others are lamenting the lack of fruits of the womb.

The problems are diverse in nature, magnitude and seriousness and so believers and true worshippers are emotionally and spiritually petrified about the faithfulness of God and bewildered about His power of old. Committed worshippers and beloved faithful are now thoroughly traumatized emotionally and spiritually and are confused of what to do next. But this you should know that the problem is not restricted to individuals or families or churches: It is national, it is global. The pains being experienced by those in USA, cuts across Europe and even assume a more pernicious/devastating level in Africa.

Wars, violence, robbery, homicide and unrest are reported everywhere. There is no peace anywhere again in the world. The solution is not in relocating. It is a universal problem. 

The glory of the world is experiencing a fast downward spiral and the wealth of the earth is lamenting under stressful forces of diminishing returns. The land is utterly emptied and utterly spoiled, the earth is cursed and the world is mourning. There is a cry for peace in the streets, the joy in townships is darkened and the mirth of the land is gone because the world has transgressed the commandment of the Most High, changed the ordinance of God, and broken the everlasting Covenant under the pressure of civilization and pervasive freedom. “And except the days be shortened, there would no flesh be saved but for the elects sake, those days shall be shortened.” (Matth 24:22) The world seems already recalled and the end of age appears to be closing-in fast.

But amidst these predicaments and global consternation, those who are truly sons and daughters of God: those who are steadfast and upright in Jesus Christ will stay in safety and shall be satisfied with the finest wheat. “Because thou has kept the word of my patience, I also will keep thee from the hour of temptation, which shall come upon all the world, to try them that dwell upon the earth” Rev 3:10. I am talking of that awesome sovereign God of the Bible, who made the habitation of Israelites in Goshen in Egypt (Gen 47:1-10), a rock of defense and a fortress of security from the ten grievous calamities that plagued the entire land of Egypt, I am talking of that mysterious God who parted the Red Sea for the salvation of the beloved and turned the same passage into a grave of mass burial for the enemies and their chariots; that mighty God who instructed the eastern wind to collect and dump quails of 3 feet high and over a stretch of five miles to satisfy the gluttonous desire of the Israelites in the wilderness. (Gen 1:20-22) Have you forgotten the in- exhaustive flowing vessel of oil and barrel of flour of the Zarephath widow during the 42 months of deadly famine and drought in Prophet Elijah’s time? (1 Kings 17:8-16), and yet a more severe famine in Samaria when people were feasting on their children for survival: was it not turned overnight into abundance by the word of God through Elisha? (II Kings 7). “Listen to Me, O Jacob, And Israel, My called: I am He, I am the First, I am also the Last. Indeed My hand has laid the foundation of the earth, and My right hand has stretched out the heavens; When I call to them, They stand up together.” (Isaiah 48:12-13) He is God.
Have you not been told of Sarah, Rebecca, Rachael, Manoa, Hannah, Elizabeth and a host of other women of the Bible who were barren and by His word became mothers of Kings, Queens, nobles, priests and prophets? You have probably forgotten the miracle of the 5 loaves of bread and 2 pieces of fish that fed over 5000 people with a remnant of 12 baskets, the treasury in the belly of the fish, the restoration of the innumerable number of blind, lame, lepers and paralytics. Or perhaps, you fail to recall the raising of Lazarus (John 11), the widow’s son (Luke 7), Dorcas (Acts 9) and others from the fangs of death.
